Thank you to 

our parish staff and all parishioners who had a hand in planning and 

carrying out the festivities of the day.  It was a lot of work to put together so 

many activities, and to do everything so well.

� Speaking of the gigantic painting now displayed in the southwest vestibule 

of the church, several parishioners have asked me questions about it, like, 

isn’t it a painting of the Assumption of Mary, and, isn’t it a painting of St Anne, 

the mother of Mary, since the Immaculate Conception refers to Mary being 

conceived in the womb of her mother, St Anne.  Our painting is a copy of a 

similar painting by the Spanish artist Murillo who painted the               

Immaculate Conception in 1678.  He also painted an image of the As-

sumption of Mary in 1670. In that painting of the Assumption, Mary’s hands 

are open and outstretched; in the painting of the Immaculate Conception her 

hands are folded together and she has a crescent moon underneath her. Yes, 

the Immaculate Conception of Mary refers to her own conception in the womb 

of her mother, St. Anne, but we are remembering Mary as the Immaculate 

Conception in these works of art.�
