This weekend we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord 

(although I still wish we celebrated it on Thursday). It reminds 

us that even though we cannot see Jesus as the apostles did 

He is still with us.  

 

I imagine that the apostles, after seeing and spending time 

with the Risen Jesus for 40 days after his resurrection, felt 

somewhat abandoned after seeing his ascension. They went back to the    

Upper Room, still puzzled and bewildered and wondering what would happen 

next. I’m sure they were happy that Jesus had been raised, but maybe a little 

upset that He hadn’t spelled things out for them; they had no road map or 

guidebook or instruction manual except Jesus’ admonition to remain in      

Jerusalem until they received the Holy Spirit. Did they even understand what 

that meant?  

 

There’s no question that we often feel that way. We face any number of     

di2culties and trials and wonder which way to turn. Sometimes we may fail 

to turn to Jesus first and try to solve the problem by ourselves – and that 

doesn’t always work out. When we do ask the Lord for his help, we may try to 

limit his assistance by telling HIM how He should resolve the situation when 

He already knows how best to handle it. It’s important to remember that He 

has promised NOT to leave us orphans and to ask Him to help us be mindful of 

his presence even when it’s hard to perceive Him. 

 

On Mercy Sunday I mentioned that it upsets me when people only come to the 

Sacrament of Penance once a year. As I said, we cheat ourselves of great 

grace when we fail to appreciate what Jesus offers us in the Sacrament. We 

don’t have to be the greatest of sinners to celebrate often, but to remember 

that our confessing our sins is but a tiny part of the Sacrament. What the 

Lord does is far more important; He forgives and reconciles! 

 

It’s been almost two months since Easter; isn’t it about time we receive the 

Sacrament of Penance again?
